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Peatlands cover only 3% of the global terrestrial area, but store as much
carbon as the entire terrestrial biomass. Loosing peatlands’ capacity for
carbon sequestration means forfeiting tremendous opportunities for
climate change mitigation and adaptation. Joint efforts to conserve and
restore peatlands will be introduced and discussed.
